For the first time in its history, 
Parliament will be hosting the 

President of the Republic of South 
Africa, President Jacob Zuma, 
when he delivers his State of the 
Nation Address to a Joint Sitting of 
Parliament at 19:00 on Thursday, 11 
February. This year’s evening State 
of the Nation Address event under 
the theme: Celebrate the Legacy 
of Mandela: contribute to nation 
building is aimed at celebrating the 
20th anniversary of the release of 
Nelson Mandela from prison.

The hosting of the State of the 
National Address in the evening as 
opposed to the usual morning event 
is intended to afford as many South 
Africans as possible an opportunity 
to be part of this occasion. The public 
is advised that a number of roads 
and parking areas in Cape Town will 

be affected to ensure a safe and 
successful event:

Roads surrounding the 
Parliamentary precinct and Cape 
Town City Centre will be closed 
temporarily from 16:30 on Thursday. 
They will be re-opened variously 
between 20:00 and 22:00. 

Parts of the following highways:  
M3, M4 and N2 will be closed  
for approximately 35 minutes  
from 17:45.

Motorists travelling along the Union 
and Newlands Avenue intersection 
will be diverted via Newlands 
Avenue, right into Dean Street and 
left into Main Road, which will take 
traffic into the city. Motorists wanting 
to use the N1, N2 or M5 can follow 
the signs to the relevant turn-offs 
once they are in Main Road.
