1. Decision of question on draft resolution (Mrs E N Ntlangwini): That the 

House –  

 

(1) notes that communities across the Cape Flats area in Cape Town 

are under siege from rampant gang-related violence and criminal 

activity, which is severely terrorising businesses, schools and even 

churches;  

 

(2) further notes the escalation in mass shootings in the area, 

exemplified amongst others by the recent murder of seven young 

people at Better Life in Phillippi, Cape Town, is indicative of a 

deep-rooted problem of violence in Cape Town;  

 

(3) believes that the South African Police Service (SAPS) in the area is 

overwhelmed by the intensity and the frequency of these crimes, 

and as such is unable to sufficiently detect, prevent and investigate 

violent crimes in Cape Town;  

 

(4) recognises that out of the top ten police stations reporting contact 

crime in this country, six are in Cape Town, namely, Mfuleni, 

Delft, Nyanga, Mitchell’s Plain, Cape Town Central and 

Khayelitsha;  

 

(5) further recognises that out of the top ten police stations at which 

murder is reported in the country, five are in Cape Town, namely 

Delft, Mfuleni, Nyanga, Philippi East, and Kraaifontein;  

 

(6) acknowledges that the cumulative effect of these violent crimes and 

murders is debilitating to society in general, and to the African and 

coloured communities of the City of Cape Town in particular, 

which communities are the biggest victims of these crimes;  

 

(7) further acknowledges that Parliament has a constitutional duty to 

intervene and hold the executive accountable for the manner it 

handles the crime problem in the City of Cape Town;  

 

(8) resolves to establish an ad hoc committee in terms of Rule 

253(1)(a), to -   
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(a)  conduct a comprehensive assessment of the causes of these 

violent crimes in Cape Town, and the impact these have on 

society, by –  

 

(i)  reviewing government’s response to this type of crime, 

and identify the weaknesses and areas for potential 

improvement in the policing and prosecution of these 

crimes;   

 

(ii)  conducting comprehensive public hearings to elicit 

community views on the genesis of, and current 

factors contributing to the escalation of violent crimes 

in the City of Cape Town, as well as potential 

solutions to the crisis of violent crimes in Cape Town;  

 
(iii)  reviewing the legislative framework within which 

crime fighting is located, and propose changes, if any, 

that would enable the criminal justice system to better 

deal with the problem of violent crimes in Cape Town;  

 

(b)  consist of 11 members, to be constituted as follows; ANC 4, 

DA 2, MKP 2, EFF 1, other parties 2;  

 

(c)  exercise any of the powers as set out in Rule 167 that may 

assist it in carrying out its task; and  

  

(9) sets the deadline by which the Committee is to report to the House 

as 30 June 2026.
